A terror-video
from Al-Qaida

A new video from Al Qaida emerged in the Internet

According to data of the in-
vestigating authority the 31
year old man holds itself since
2007 in Pakistan up. The man
who wrote this video calls
himself "Abu Talha ". It is nati-
ve Morrocan and he is a Ger-
man citizen. The correct name
is Bekkay H. It had been noti-
ceable to the investigators be-
cause of its contacts to Isla-
mics among other things in
Frankfurt, Braunschweig and
Ulm. According to data of the
Federal Ministry of the Inte-
rior Bekkay H is valid as high-
problematic. He is a serious Is-
lamic.

In Pakistan the man is to ha-
ve received training for the ar-
med fight in a terror camp. In
the meantime at least a part of
its family is to have likewise
left the country from Germany
after information of the pool of
broadcasting corporation’s ca-
pital studio. Bekkay H., which
poses in the video disguised
and with a bazooka in the
hand, had obviously no doubts
to surrender its identity. It rep-
orts on a meeting with officials
of the Federal Office for pro-
tection of the constitution in
Bonn hotels. One offered to it
to supply with to the German

security authorities against
payment information about
extremist circles. In addition it
calls its surname in the course
of the video.

To German it refers under
the title "The rescue package
for Germany" in detail on poli-
tical procedures in the Federal
Republic. The man knows well
German, it remarks works ho-
wever partly confused. "Me for
Allah into air to blow up, my
desire is since 1993", it into on
Octobers 2008 dated Video.
The Federal Bureau of Crimi-
nal Investigations says holds
on Sunday (18.01.09) admits
nascent Islamic video for au-
thentic. The man is well-
known the investigating au-
thorities. He has contacted to
guidance circles of Al Qaida.
To the person it will not give
further information however
for the time being on the part
of Federal Bureau of Criminal
Investigations.
